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AFAMILY BOARD GAME FOR 2,3 & 4 PLAYERS
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RULES
The boards are placed as shown in the picture on the right, pushed into the centre clamp.
Players choose which colour BLACK DOG they want and then proceed around the board in a clockwise direction from START.  Throwing a 6 does not entitle the player to another throw.  All instructions on the squares and the WHY DID THE BLACK DOG CROSS THE ROAD cards must be followed.  The first player to get 14 biscuits (white counters ) and 7 bones ( red ) placed on the space provided on the board in front of them, is the winner.
BLACK DOG HISTORY
This game celebrates the return of the BLACK DOG of Bungay on top of the new lamp standard in the centre of Market Square.  It was last here three years ago, but was taken down because it was unsafe.  However it has now been refurbished and put back in its rightful place.

On August 4th 1577 there was a violent thunderstorm in the town and legend has it that a fearsome black dog rushed into St Mary’s church and so frightened the congregation that two people were reputed to have died on the spot.  It is only in the last hundred years that the dog has become the town’s emblem and is now known as THE BLACK DOG OF BUNGAY.
